Editorial policy of “Economics Bulletin of the National Mining University” scholarly journal
“Economics Bulletin of the National Mining University” journal was founded in 2003 by the National Mining University and Institute of Industrial Economics of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine as an edition aiming at highlighting the issues and priority directions of developing economic mechanism of ensuring efficient utilization of production and entrepreneurial potential of mining and ore-dressing enterprises. The university was changing, along with the change in the trajectory of social-economic development, gradually gaining its multibranch character thus turning into a powerful research and educational centre of the country – National University of Technology “Dnipro Politechnic”.

The aim is reached through the corresponding editorial policy of the journal, the main principles of which are as follows:
– guaranteeing the readers no-fee free access to the content of the journal under Budapest Open Access Initiative concerning open access journals;
 – systematic work on entering the international electronic libraries, catalogues and scientometric databases to ensure the presence of the journal in the global scientific information space, raising the impact factor and citation index;
– providing equal opportunities to representatives of scientific community to publish their research results and distribute them at no-fee, complying with ethics of scientific publications: objectivity and open-mindedness in the choice of articles for publication, high standards of the quality of scientific research and prevention of copyright breach.
